Today, 8th April 2026, is not just the launch of a political movement. It is the 
reclaiming of a promise – a promise written in the very first words of our 
Constitution: 

“We, the people of South Africa … Believe that South Africa belongs to all who 
live in it … THEREFORE, the people shall govern.” 

For 31 years, those words have been printed on paper. But in our city – the capital 
of our nation – they have been buried under broken promises, political games, 
and the systematic looting of our dignity.

Potholes that swallow our cars and our hope.

THE PEOPLE SHALL GOVERN – NOT POLITICIANS 

Let me be very clear: The Progressive Tshwane Alliance is not a political party. 
We are a movement – a home for community champions who are tired of being 
told what to do by people who do not live in their streets, do not know their 
children, and do not care about their suffering. 

We are built on one simple, revolutionary principle: 

THE COMMUNITY IS THE CANDIDATE. 

 You nominate the person you trust – your neighbour, your aunt, your 
young hero. 



 You endorse them – 50 signatures from your ward. 

 You recall them – 30% of registered voters can remove any champion who 
fails you.
